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VWInstallationCenter helps in setting up Ramco application on a new server / set of servers and also in upgrading the same with periodic releases.
The following are the salient features of the same. 

1. Ground up Installation  
a. Single server setup 
b. Multilayer – multi-server setup
c. Multitenant Installation
2. Upgrade for an existing installation  
a. Single and Multi-server setup
b. Multitenant Installation - Adding new tenants 
3. Remote Installation
4. Pre-Requisite validation 
5. Unified package for all Tech components 
6. Performance Optimization - Parallel execution in DB layer – Multitenant scenario
7. Installation in parallel for Load balanced Environments (Multiple web and app servers )
8. Packager – Used for packaging artifacts to be deployed using Installation Center (used by HCM)
9. Provision to Install DB layer separately – Useful in case of multitenant Installation
10. Capable of installing Decision works deliverables
11. Module level rollback in case of Errors 
12. Capability available to install any RVW based package. 

13. Logs of installation Status in a text file. 
Features added as of May25th 2017 Release
14. Installation Setup type has been introduced. This has 2 options.  

a. TYPICAL – This option will do the installation with default installation parameters and captures the bare minimal information needed. 
b. ADVANCED – This option is meant for complex installations. 

15. After fresh Installation, the user need not manually switch to “Maintenance” mode to install other packages. This is done automatically. However subsequent packages has to be manually traversed. The intention is if there are any errors, installation of subsequent packages can be decided by the person who is installing.
16. Error logs have been made more structured and self-explanatory in a Dashboard.
17. The documentation has been made lighter and the steps in the installation process has been reduced.
